ES | Los espacios conventuales femeninos en Toledo: el silencio de una ciudad levitica

Decia Josep Pla que “en todas las ciudades leviticas la tranquilidad es profunda, la paz es suave,
los silencios liquidos”. Toledo conserva un considerable nimero de conventos femeninos que
insisten en transmitir esa atmdsfera. En el conjunto histérico de Toledo permanecen en pie 35
edificios conventuales, 14 de ellos con vida religiosa, de los cuales 11 son habitados por comunidades
femeninas (uno de ellos emplazado fuera del conjunto histérico). Estas fundaciones pertenecen a
fechas muy diferentes, con ejemplos muy relevantes tanto en su trayectoria histérica como en su
factura arquitectdnica. En esta presentacion se reflexiona sintéticamente sobre este legado cultural
y sobre la presencia y sentido que alcanzan los espacios conventuales en la ciudad, entendidos estos
como espacios fisicos y espirituales. Asimismo, se presentan algunas iniciativas, publicas y privadas,
gue recientemente se han llevado a cabo para el estudio, difusién y transmision de este patrimonio.

EN | Female Conventual Spaces in Toledo: The Silence of a Levitical City

Josep Pla once said, “in all Levitical cities, the tranquility is deep, the peace is gentle, the silences
are fluid.” Toledo preserves a significant number of female convents that maintain this atmosphere.
Within Toledo's historic ensemble, there are 35 conventual buildings, 14 of which still house
religious life, and 11 of these are inhabited by female communities (one of which is located outside
the historic core). These foundations date back to various periods, with prominent examples both in
their historical trajectory and architectural craftsmanship. This presentation offers a concise
reflection on this cultural legacy and on the presence and meaning that conventual spaces hold
in the city, understood as both physical and spiritual spaces. It also showcases some recent public
and private initiatives aimed at the study, dissemination, and preservation of this heritage.

PT | Monaquismo feminino no Portugal da Epoca Moderna: sentidos, espagos e vivéncias
Presenca indelével na paisagem fisica e religiosa nacional, desde a Idade Média a
Contemporaneidade, os cendbios femininos assumiram-se como centros de culto e pratica
religiosa e cultural, eixos estruturantes da malha urbana, repositdrios de obras de arte e, ndo
menos, como espacos de sociabilidade. A sua macica desafetacdo comportou ndo tanto a
completa desvirtuagdo do edificado, mas daquilo que Ihe infundia sentido. E este “espirito o
lugar” que pretendemos desvelar, pondo em relevo a riqueza e diversidade do sentido e das
configuragdes da vida feminina intramuros. Para tal, debrugar-nos-emos particularmente sobre
a espacialidade da clausura na sua relagdo com a dindmica interna da comunidade, sobre a
pratica devocional e cultural, as relagdes de poder e com os poderes e a sociedade, a diversidade
de carismas e, por Ultimo, e com base em recentes investiga¢des, sobre a “agéncia feminina” na
concecao cultural e mesmo na defini¢ao espacial dos conventos.

EN | Female Monasticism in Early Modern Portugal: Meanings, Spaces, and Experiences

An enduring presence in the physical and religious landscape of Portugal from the Middle Ages
to the present, female convents established themselves as centres of worship and religious and
cultural practice, as structural axes within urban layouts, as repositories of artworks, and as
spaces of social interaction. Their extensive secularisation led not so much to the complete
alteration of the buildings themselves but rather to the loss of what infused them with meaning.
It is this “spirit of place” that we aim to unveil, highlighting the richness and diversity of meaning
and the configurations of female life within convent walls. To this end, we will focus particularly
on the spatiality of enclosure in relation to the internal dynamics of the community, on
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devotional and cultural practices, on power relations both within and with broader societal
structures, on the diversity of charisms, and, lastly, drawing on recent research, on “female agency”
in the cultural conception and even spatial definition of convents.

EN | Gender, Enclosure, and Community Prayer: The different locations of the nuns' choir
inside monastic churches

Unlike the monastic choir of male abbeys, which is generally on the ground floor in front of the
sanctuary and high altar (east), the nuns’ choir could be located in different places inside the monastic
churches. We first examine these different locations of choirs and stalls: on the ground floor near
the sanctuary (east) or far from the sanctuary (west), on a gallery far from the sanctuary (west),
behind the high altar (east), sometimes with fences, sometimes without. Of particular interest
are the L-shaped churches are of particular interest. Secondly, the reasons for these choices are
questioned: they varied according to religious orders and institutes and could even move within
the church following a reform of the community.

PT | Género, Clausura e Oragéio Comunitdria: As diferentes localizacées do coro das monjas
nas igrejas mondsticas

Ao contrario do coro monastico das abadias masculinas, que se localiza geralmente no piso térreo,
em frente ao santuario e altar-mor (a leste), o coro das monjas podia ser situado em diversos lugares
dentro das igrejas monasticas. Primeiramente, analisam-se estas diferentes localiza¢gdes dos
coros e estalas: no piso térreo proximo do santuario (a leste) ou distante do santudrio (a oeste),
numa galeria afastada do santuario (a oeste), atras do altar-mor (a leste), por vezes com grades,



outras vezes sem. As igrejas em forma de L despertam um interesse particular. Em segundo lugar,
guestionam-se as razoes para estas escolhas: elas variavam conforme as ordens e institutos religiosos
e podiam até mudar dentro da prépria igreja, em consequéncia de uma reforma da comunidade.

PT | Habitar o Convento: a construgdo e as vivéncias dos espagos religiosos femininos no
Convento de Sdo José em Lagoa

O Convento de S3o José em Lagoa teve a sua origem num recolhimento feminino fundado em 1743.
Sob a orientagdo das Constituicdes de 1763, e seguindo a regra carmelita, a comunidade religiosa
viveu em clausura até finais do século XIX. Ultrapassando ilesa o conturbado periodo que marcou a
extingdo das ordens religiosas, as recolhidas foram substituidas pelas Irmas Dominicanas de Santa
Catarina de Sena, que em 1899 instalaram no edificio um colégio feminino. Para além do uso educativo,
este assumiu também uma fungdo de assisténcia social, com um importante significado no concelho
de Lagoa. Finalmente o seu encerramento em 1910 determinou a saida das religiosas e a nacionalizagao
de todo o complexo conventual. Partindo de uma recolha documental exaustiva, a analise cruzada
de uma grande diversidade de documentos e a interpretagao informada da arquitetura do edificio,
permitiu identificar, numa leitura diacrénica, as continuidades e descontinuidades dos momentos
construtivos, das vivéncias e dos usos desta invulgar casa religiosa. Este conhecimento, produzido
no contexto do projeto CONVENTUS e em colaboragdo com a comunidade local, servira de base
para a definicdo de um projeto cultural para este emblematico edificio..



EN | Inhabiting the Convent: The Construction and Experiences of Female Religious Spaces in the
Convent of Sdo José in Lagoa

The Convent of S3o José in Lagoa was originally a female refuge founded in 1743. Following the
Constituigces of 1763, the religious community lived in cloistered reclusion, observing the Carmelite
rule until the late 19th century. Surviving unscathed through the turbulent period marked by the
suppression of religious orders, the original community was replaced by the Irmds Dominicanas de
Santa Catarina de Sena, who established a girls' school in the building in 1899. In addition to its
educational function, the convent also served a social assistance role, playing a significant part
in the municipality of Lagoa. The closure of the convent in 1910 led to the departure of the religious
community and the nationalisation of the entire convent complex. Drawing on exhaustive archival
research, a cross-analysis of diverse documents, and a well-informed interpretation of the building’s
architecture, a diachronic reading has allowed the identification of continuities and discontinuities
in the construction phases, experiences, and uses of this remarkable religious house. This knowledge,
produced within the context of the CONVENTUS project in collaboration with the local community,
will underpin the development of a cultural project for this iconic building.

Buildings of memories: the other histories, meanings and uses of
conventual architecture

PT | Os conventos na Lisboa do século XIX: destrui¢cdo, salvaguarda, reconversées. Algumas
questoes no século XXI

Entre 2012 e 2013, decorreu, no IHA, o projecto Lx Conventos - Da Cidade Sacra a Cidade Laica.
A extingao das ordens religiosas e as dinamicas de transformacgdo urbana na Lisboa do século
XIX financiado pela FCT e envolvendo diversas parcerias, a mais importante das quais com o
Departamento de Patriménio Cultural da Camara Municipal de Lisboa. O objetivo do projecto
foi estudar, um a um, o futuro dos 78 conventos que existiam em Lisboa em 1834, quando o estado
decretou a sua extingdo. Em 2019, desses conventos restam 39, outros foram integralmente
demolidos (4) ou parcialmente demolidos. Este objetivo, integralmente cumprido e disponibilizado
no site Lx Conventos, inscreve-se numa finalidade mais ampla e que se mantém ativa: como
salvaguardar os valores patrimoniais destes importantes institutos que modelaram o territério
e aimagem de Lisboa? De facto, quase dois séculos apds a “extingdo”, alguns continuam a conhecer
novas ocupagdes ou encontram-se expectantes, exigindo uma reflexao ampla e informada.

EN | Convents in 19th-century Lisbon: destruction, safeguarding, reconversions. Some
questions in the 21st century

Between 2012 and 2013, the IHA hosted the project Lx Conventos - From the Sacred City to the
Secular City. This initiative, funded by the FCT and involving various partnerships—most notably
with the Department of Cultural Heritage of the Lisbon City Council—focused on the dissolution
of religious orders and the urban transformation dynamics in 19th-century Lisbon. The aim of
the project was to study, one by one, the future of the 78 convents that existed in Lisbon in 1834,
when the state ordered their dissolution. By 2019, 39 of these convents remained, while others
had been fully (4) or partially demolished. This objective, fully accomplished and available on
the Lx Conventos website, aligns with a broader, ongoing goal: how can the heritage values of
these important institutions, which shaped the landscape and image of Lisbon, be safeguarded?
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Indeed, nearly two centuries after their “dissolution,” some convents continue to find new purposes,
while others remain vacant, calling for broad and informed reflection.

ES | Inmuebles disimulados: conventos femeninos en San Fernando (Cddiz)

La actual San Fernando se constituyé como municipio a mediados del siglo XVIII en un entorno,
la bahia de Cadiz, que tuvo una intensa presencia ilustrada. En este contexto proponemos una
lectura urbana de inmuebles conventuales femeninos disimulados o integrados en una estética
visual civil que los “simbiotiza” con su entorno. Frente a los dos conventos masculinos de presencia
monumental formal y volumétrica, los tres femeninos de la Compaiiia de Maria, las Capuchinas y
de la Santisima Trinidad (siglos XVIII, XIX y XX), manteniendo los rasgos de la tipologia conventual,
asumieron y siguen asumiendo en su relacién con la ciudad una presencia visual discreta en tiempos
en los que la plasticidad barroca habia caducado.

EN | Disguised Buildings: Female Convents in San Fernando (Cddiz)

The current municipality of San Fernando was established in the mid-18th century in the Bay of
Cadiz, an area marked by a strong Enlightenment presence. In this context, we propose an urban
interpretation of female convent buildings that are disguised or integrated into a civil visual
aesthetic, blending seamlessly with their surroundings. In contrast to the two male convents, with
their formally monumental and volumetric presence, the three female convents—Compafiia de
Maria, Capuchinas, and Santisima Trinidad (18th, 19th, and 20th centuries)—while maintaining
conventual architectural characteristics, have adopted, and continue to convey, a visually discreet
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presence within the city. This subtle integration contrasts with an era when Baroque plasticity had
become outdated.

PT | Construindo memdrias: os outros usos, fun¢oes e sentidos do Convento de Séio José

O projeto CONVENTUS - Novos olhares sobre o antigo Convento de Sdo José em Lagoa - procura
explorar a histdria e a arquitetura do antigo Convento de S3do José, através de uma abordagem
diacrdnica e participativa. Este estudo, que envolve a comunidade local, cruza a pesquisa
documental com a recolha de dados historiograficos, permitindo revelar camadas de significado
associadas ao edificio e as diversas fun¢des que tem vindo a desempenhar até aos dias de hoje.
Os resultados revelam uma diversidade de interagdes entre os/as lagoenses e o Convento, entre
as quais se destacam as de natureza educativa, cultural e religiosa, que reforgaram o seu simbolismo
dentro da comunidade. A analise das memdrias coletivas e individuais expde tanto a relevancia
cultural como a importancia afetiva do Convento para os/as residentes, que o consideram como
um marco histérico identitario. A preservagdo deste patrimonio enfrenta desafios de adaptagao
numa sociedade em constante transformacdo onde as memdrias nos guiam no desenho de
novas dindmicas no presente.

EN| Building Memories: The Other Uses, Functions and Meanings of the Convento de Séo José

The CONVENTUS Project — New Perspectives on the Former Convento de Sdo José in Lagoa seeks
to explore the history and architecture of the former Convento de Sado José through a diachronic
and participatory approach. This study, which involves the local community, combines documentary
research with the collection of historiographical data, revealing layers of meaning associated
with the building and the various functions it has served up to the present day. The results
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highlight the diversity of interactions between the residents of Lagoa and the Convento, with
emphasis on educational, cultural, and religious activities that have strengthened its symbolism
within the community. The analysis of collective and individual memories exposes both the
cultural relevance and the emotional significance of the Convento for the residents, who regard
it as an identity-defining historical landmark. The preservation of this heritage faces the challenge
of adaptation in a constantly transforming society, where memories guide the shaping of new
dynamics in the present.

ES | Mujeres en la gestacion del sistema conventual femenino. Nuevas perspectivas de
andlisis en torno al caso nebricense

La intervencién de las mujeres en los procesos conducentes a la produccion, circulaciéon y consumo
artistico ha constituido en las Ultimas décadas un asunto de interés para la historiografia desde
multiples disciplinas. Si bien es cierto, en el dmbito de la arquitectura, existen multiples vacios, espacios
donde ausencia de las mujeres es palpable, aun cuando muchas de las edificaciones en cuestion
fueron patrocinadas y habitadas, en suma “construidas” desde el punto de vista intelectual, material
y vivencial, por parte colectivos de este género. En esta linea, pretendemos disertar, desde nuevas
perspectivas, acerca de los procesos de edificacion (en un sentido de fundacidn, establecimiento),
y de construccidn (en alusion a la fabrica), que se dan en el caso de la arquitectura religiosa femenina.
Concretamente nos ocuparemos del convento de la Purisima Concepcién de Lebrija, ofreciendo
una panoramica en cuanto a las dindmicas ideolégicas que lo rigieron a lo largo de la Edad Moderna,
asi como atendiendo al grado de intervencidn de las preladas en la conformacidn de un sistema
econdmico y arquitectdnico creciente y autosostenible en este periodo.

EN | Women in the Development of the Female Conventual System: New Analytical
Perspectives on the Case of Lebrija

The involvement of women in the processes leading to the production, circulation, and consumption
of art has, in recent decades, become a focal point of historiographical interest across multiple
disciplines. However, in the field of architecture, there remain significant gaps, areas where the
absence of women is notable, even though many of these buildings were funded, inhabited, and
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in many respects “constructed” —intellectually, materially, and experientially—by women’s
communities. In this vein, we aim to discuss, from new perspectives, the processes of building
(in the sense of founding, establishing) and constructing (in the literal sense of the physical
edifice) in the case of female religious architecture. Specifically, we will focus on the convent of
La Purisima Concepcion in Lebrija, providing an overview of the ideological dynamics that governed
it throughout the Early Modern period, while also examining the extent of intervention by abbesses
in shaping a growing and self-sustaining economic and architectural system during this era.

EN | Sacred sites, abandoned abbeys: sustainable heritage tourism in Southern Sweden

This research project will investigate early medieval churches and former monasteries in south-
eastern Sweden. During the 16th century, the religious orders in the area were dissolved with
subsequent demolition of buildings. A notable historic sacred site is the former Va Abbey,
founded by Premonstratensians around 1160. The interior of the well-preserved church is still
decorated with internationally important Romanesque wall paintings. The enigmatic Lyngsjo
church, located in an isolated area south of V&, contains rare treasures such as a baptismal font
illustrating the 1170 murder of Thomas Becket and a gilded Romanesque altar front. According
to a questioned research report, Lyngsjo was the site of a lost Cistercian Abbey, supposedly
founded in 1138. Our project intends to survey the state of research on the early medieval sites
in the area and then explore how these can be activated as resources that benefit local
communities and regional sustainable development.
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PT | Locais sagrados, abadias abandonadas: turismo sustentdvel de patriménio no Sul da Suécia

Este projeto de investigagdo ira examinar igrejas medievais primitivas e antigos mosteiros no
sudeste da Suécia. Durante o século XVI, as ordens religiosas na area foram dissolvidas, levando a
subsequente demoligao de edificios. Um local sagrado histdrico notavel é a antiga Abadia de V3,
fundada pelos Premonstratenses por volta de 1160. O interior da igreja bem preservada ainda
apresenta pinturas murais romanicas de importancia internacional. A enigmatica igreja de
Lyngsjo, localizada numa drea isolada a sul de V&, contém raros tesouros, como uma pia
baptismal que ilustra o assassinato de Thomas Becket em 1170 e uma frente de altar romanica
dourada. De acordo com um relatério de investigacdo contestado, Lyngsjo foi o local de uma
Abadia Cisterciense perdida, supostamente fundada em 1138. O nosso projeto pretende analisar o
estado da investigagdo sobre os sitios medievais da drea e explorar como estes podem ser ativados
como recursos que beneficiem as comunidades locais e o desenvolvimento regional sustentavel.

ES | La transformacién del antiguo convento de San Agustin de Sevilla: desde el
planeamiento urbanistico al detalle arquitecténico

Tras décadas de abandono y pérdidas sustanciales del antiguo convento de agustinos, declarado
Monumento en 1964, en el afio 2005 el ayuntamiento de Sevilla, como titular del edificio, saca
a concurso su cesidn temporal para uso hotelero. La convocatoria, limitada a Uniones Temporales
de Empresas (UTE), se resuelve a favor del celebrado equipo de los arquitectos Cruz y Ortiz. Del
antiguo cenobio Casa Grande de los agustinos calzados apenas restaba el claustro principal con
su refectorio, y el vacio de su iglesia, perdida su volumetria, era apenas reconocible. La portada
del compas, atribuida a Hernan Ruiz Il, estaba desmontada y otros elementos se encontraban
embebidos en edificaciones adyacentes. La comunicacion describe y valora el proceso que
hemos llevado a cabo desde la inicial puesta en valor del edificio como parte del equipo del
concurso, hasta la redaccion del Plan Especial de Proteccion que daria finalmente viabilidad al
proyecto de arquitectura.

EN | The Transformation of the Former Convent of San Agustin in Seville: From Urban Planning
to Architectural Detail

After decades of abandonment and substantial losses to the former Augustinian convent, declared
a Monument in 1964, the Seville City Council, as owner of the building, launched a public tender
in 2005 for its temporary conversion to hotel use. The tender, restricted to Temporary Business
Unions (UTE), was awarded to the renowned architectural team Cruz y Ortiz. Of the former Casa
Grande convent of the agustinos calzados, only the main cloister with its refectory remained,
while the church’s volume was lost and barely recognizable. The main entrance, attributed to
Hernan Ruiz I, had been dismantled, and other elements were embedded within adjacent
buildings. This presentation describes and assesses the process we undertook, from the initial
valorisation of the building as part of the competition team to the drafting of the Special
Protection Plan, which would ultimately make the architectural project feasible.

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PT | Convento de Santo Antonio (Lagoa — Agores): espago de educagdo e cultura

A comunicacgdo versa numa abordagem histdrica sobre o extinto Convento de Santo Anténio (Lagoa
—Acores), para, posteriormente, focar o presente e o trabalho que é desenvolvido, na drea educativa
e cultural, através dos servigos que atualmente estdo instalados no imdével. Desde o sec. XV, aquando
da descoberta das ilhas acorianas pelos portugueses, que as Ordens Religiosas tiveram um papel
fulcral na parte espiritual, social e educacdo da comunidade. No caso da Lagoa, a fixagdo da Ordem
religiosa dos Frades Menores ocorre em 1641 com a sua instalagdo num Paco senhorial adaptado a
valéncias conventuais. Este edificio foi fortemente danificado por uma erupcao vulcanica em
1652, construindo-se, posteriormente, em 1749, a norte do primitivo, o atual Convento de Santo
Antdnio, onde os frades lagoenses permaneceram até 1833, apds a extingao das ordens religiosas.
Desde entdo o imdvel passou por um periodo de abandono, mas também teve uma utilizacao
diversa, algumas das quais provocaram estragos e alteracoes ao edificio. Em 2011, o extinto Convento
volta a abrir as suas portas a comunidade, apds a cedéncia por parte do Governo Regional a Camara
Municipal que procede a obras de recuperacao e nele instala trés servicos ligados a educacdo e
cultura, trés pilares da memdria concelhia: a Biblioteca Municipal Tomaz Borba Vieira, o Museu
de Lagoa-Acores e o Arquivo Historico.

EN | Convent of Santo Antdnio (Lagoa — Azores): a space for education and culture

The presentation takes a historical approach to the former Convent of Santo Anténio (Lagoa — Azores),
later shifting focus to the present and the educational and cultural work currently carried out through
the services now housed in the building. Since the 15th century, when the Portuguese discovered
the Azorean islands, religious orders have played a crucial role in the spiritual, social, and educational
life of the community. In Lagoa, the establishment of the religious Order of Friars Minor occurred in
1641, with the order setting up residence in a noble estate adapted for convent use. This building
suffered significant damage in a volcanic eruption in 1652, leading to the construction, in 1749,
of the current Convent of Santo Antdnio, located to the north of the original site. The friars remained
there until 1833, when religious orders were dissolved. Since then, the property experienced
periods of abandonment and various uses, some of which resulted in damage and alterations to
the building. In 2011, the former convent reopened its doors to the community after the Regional
Government transferred it to the Municipal Council, which undertook restoration work and installed
three key educational and cultural services—pillars of local heritage: the Tomaz Borba Vieira
Municipal Library, the Lagoa-Azores Museum, and the Historical Archive.
